Before you get to the site:
Print out and fill out (Required Documentation Links). A new copy of the document is required each day.
Stay hydrated. To prevent the effects of heat exhaustion/heat stroke, hydrate days prior to the event
Install the Baja SAE App to stay up to date on all announcements for event, safety, and weather

Arrival at the site:
DO NOT ARRIVE EARLY
DO NOT BLOCK TRAFFIC ON MAIN ROAD
Passenger Cars
Proceed to the left, follow directions of lot attendants who will be directing traffic
Tow Vehicles
Tow vehicle occupants will complete health screen check-in at Paddocks entrance. Note, health screening forms are to be completed prior to reaching Pit entrance.
A maximum of 2 total occupants will be allowed to enter the pit area with the tow vehicle.
A limited amount of time is allotted to drop off and secure trailers. Tow vehicles will then be required to exit the paddocks area and park in the main parking lot.
Volunteers and Sponsors will be provided priority parking near the Health Screening Station

Health & Safety:
SAE COVID Liability waiver will be required to be filled out upon entering the site every day
COVID-19 Protocols
All persons must check-in at the health screening area BEFORE entering the site!

Wristband Distribution - All persons passing the health screening process will be given a wristband to indicate they have been screened. A new wristband will be given out each day.
Social Distancing - Please do not congregate in common or traffic areas, as to minimize congestion as well as to promote social distancing.
Respect ALL wildlife - Watch out for desert critters! Snakes, scorpions, spiders, Gila monsters! – If you see any wildlife, please notify the event staff so we can relocate them
Watch out for cactus, especially Cholla “jumping cactus”!
HYDRATE! –It’s a dry heat. Be sure to continue hydrating throughout the entirety of the event.
Be aware of the symptoms of heat exhaustion and heat stroke
Please visit the First Aid area if required. There will be EMTs on-site

Registration:
Visit your respective registration area and complete the paperwork as necessary, where you will receive further direction
Please do not congregate in common or traffic areas, as to minimize congestion as well as to promote social distancing.

On-Site Expectations:

No Smoking - Baja SAE events are non-smoking events
No Pets Permitted - Service Animals Are Exempt
Clothing and Footwear
Closed-toed shoes made of substantial construction / strong material with puncture resistant soles and must cover the entire foot
